
The WRP: Supplying Federal Workforce Talent
The Workforce Recruitment Program (WRP) is a free talent database that helps federal agencies 

connect with qualified candidates with disabilities for all jobs. Users can find candidates with the 
specific skills they need to fill federal positions paid for by their agencies.

Who participates 
in the WRP?

Candidates in the WRP database are students and recent graduates with disabilities who are available 
for internships, temporary or permanent employment in the Federal Government. Candidates
represent a wide range of academic and professional backgrounds. All candidates are eligible for
federal hiring under the Schedule A hiring authority.

The 2025 WRP database includes 4,000 students and recent graduates from 
530 accredited institutions.
